How wmany entries do we have, and how many do we expect? I used to
maintain perfect records for my weekend swiss tournaments, in the hopes of
being able to "project” the final totals from the earlier count. In so doing,
I learned a lot about the impact of high entry fee versus low entry fee (the
greater percentage of the higher will pay in advance), good economic times
versus the bad times (in good times you get more cash at the door, in bad more
checks), the enormous difference between guaranteed and based-on prizes, the
difference in ADULT tournaments between offering cash prizes versus prizes of
any other kind (although one-time exceptions are always possible), the value
of magazine advertising followed up by the reinforcement of direct mail, ete,
and of course the relatively larger turnout for an “"established” or "name”
event versus a first-time try. No matter how many you get the first year, the
second year is likely to be larger!

For the recent 1982 Christmas Congress, if you had asked about three
weeks ahead I would have probably answered: 5 to 8 entries. Even a week
later, there were only a few more. The big rush came in the last week, and we
finally ended up with 131, the largest tournament in the state last year! And
for the Under-1800 later this month? Only three so far - yet I fully expect
150 entries! Do I know my market? We surely hope so!

As of now, the North American has 19 widely separated entries from the
east and west of both the United States and Canada: top USCF-Rated ERIK
TANGBORN 2390, followed by RAY SCHUTT 2343, WESLEY KOEHLER 2317, GEORGE KRAUSS
2208, RALPH E. DUBISCH 2089, JONATHAN APPLEBEE 2041, MICHAEL BIENENSTOCK 1940,
ALLYN KAHN 1935, JOHN CALIGUIRE JR 1856, MICHAEL DARBY 1732, RUSSELL MILLER
1721, MARK UNICO 1671, JOHN WARD 1657, CECIL G. BAKER 1643, ROBERT A. BETHEL
1474, MICHAEL LANE 1369 and ARTHUR IODICE 1343. Also, CFC-Rated JONATHAN
BERRY 2255 and YVES FARGES 1964. They are from: CA, KS, NJ, OH, MD, NY, PA,
WA, MI, IL, Ontario and British Columbia. And I have received inquiries from
Florida and Texas.

Pairings will start, as nearly as possible, with opponents who live close
and we will also try to pair players with nearly the same ratings.

The above events and matches are incorporated into the Ratings
List shown in this issue. In the meantime, our volunteer ratings
director of many years, Ed Kivi, has informed us that he has no time
to do the ratings for the April issue. I have been working with
Dick Stewart who has been making a vallant attempt to write up a
ratings-crosstable-pairings program that would be compatible with
our microcomputer, since what Ed Kivi has access to is not
transferrable (except with expensive equipment). In the past decade
or so, I have noticed that many of the people around the country who
have been using a computer in chess administrative work have had
only temporary access - on a parttime or "as available" basis - to
the commercial equipment owned by the company they worked for. When
they left that job or other changes came, they would often lose
their access. It has been my goal for years to own and have access
to OUR OWN equipment, and this we have achieved since last November.
However, there is and continues to be a tramsition phase while we
gradually convert all manual files and procedures to the
computerized version. The subscription file has been fully
computerized for two months, and the magazine is being partially
produced by word-processor now. In the last two days of this issue,
1 was able to start using a new printwheel which you may note - here
and there - in a couple of articles on one or two pages only.

I do apologize for the extra week delay in getting this issue
out, but there will be compensating factors. We are moving the
eatire operation out of a back bedroom into a new expanded office
area with about three times our former space, plus extra room for
storage. There is even a separate, small area available for playing
a ten or twelve player Futurity, giving {nstruction seminars,
tutoring individuals, etc. We expect to gain that week back, and to
publish and mail out the April issue on the normal schedule.

Chessmen seize Metro title

RHS's chess team put the cap
on the Metro championship last

ending with a state champion.
Approximately 20 teams par-
ticipate in the tourniment, which
takes place Febuary 25 and 26 at

Tuesday with a big win of 41
over Franklin.

The road to the championship
included wins over Blanchet, Gar-
field, and Shorecrest, a shut out
over O'Dea, and a very decisive
victory over Shoreline, the

Blanchet. Opponents are not
assigned for each round until the
day of the tournament, but
regardless of who RHS plays, the
team is confident.

“We beat Shoreline 4-1; since
Shoreline won state last year and
every one of their players retur-
ned, T think we have a very good
chance of winning state,” says
Bob Rasmussen, a two-year
member of the team.

Mr. Louie Hamm, adviser,
commented, “It'll be fun, we have
a fairly good chance. The teams
are pretty evenly matched, but if
we put our minds to it, we should
be able to take one of the top
three places.”

Mark Miller, Karl Velez, Paolo
Nardi, Dan Roque, Craig Barker,
Rasmussen, David Guthrie and
David Yount make up this year's
team, working boards one
through eight respectively.

The team has climbed from a
sub .500 team in 1982 to a
prominent state contender in
1983, and the outlook for next
year couldn't be better according
to Rasmussen, “We're acquiring
the number two board from Gar-
field, who's almost as good as our
number one board, if not better."”

When facing Shoreline earlier
in the season, Mr. Hamm
promised he would take the
players out to dinner at the place
of their choice if they won. After
they won, by a large margin, Mr.
Hamm had to fulfill his promise
by taking them to Henry's OIf
Broadway, an effort that cost him
over $300.

Upon winning Metro, Mr.
Hamm treated the team to dinner
at Wendy's, where the total cost
came to less than the tip at
Henry's.
